In a very extensive and balanced document published by the National Health and Medical Research Committee about the health effects of air borne pollution especially on children, the report starts with the following observation.

 "There is a substantial body of evidence showing that air pollution in urban areas affects human health (AIRNET WG 4 2004; Brunekreef & Holgate 2002; Cohen et al. 2005). 

Given that air pollution has the potential to affect everyone in the community, and that individuals cannot readily control the extent to which they may be exposed to air-borne pollutants, there is a reliance and obligation on governments to ensure that appropriate levels of public health protection are enacted through air quality standards." (Page 5)

The Gap is one of those typical environments similar to some Alpine Valleys in Europe where air borne pollutants exhausted by cars and trucks can get trapped in the valleys and can have significant health effects on our children. 

Since the upgrade of Waterworks Rd, the traffic along this Road and Settlement Rd has increased immensely and it is clear that an upgrade of Gap Creek Rd would further significantly increase the number of cars per day going past The Gap State School, The Gap High, Payne Rd State School and several child care Centres.
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
